The merchandise consists of three designs of decorative three-dimensional skulls made primarily of stone powder and a plastic resin binding material. Each skull is depicted with hollow eyes, a sunken nose, and a fiendish grin. The skulls will be sold in shiny silver, gold and bronze metallic colors.

The Halloween Skull Decoration will be marketed and sold purely as a decoration to help create a scary environment for the Halloween holiday.

The applicable subheading for item number A079FA02446, Halloween Skull Decoration, will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other."  The rate of duty will be Free.
