Dear Mr. Crago:

In your letter dated August 15, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The Halloween Wooden Wall Plaque is mostly made of wood, and an iron chain is attached at the top for hanging the item on the wall.  The item measures approximately 12 3/8” in height x 

9 1/8” in width x ½” in thickness.  The wall plaque features a black cat in an attack position, with evil looking eyes, razor-sharp teeth and a pointy tail.  The word “Beware” is hanging by two chains underneath the black cat. 

The Halloween Wooden Wall Plaque will be marketed and sold for the Halloween season and the scary black cat is recognized as a festive motif for Halloween.  The plaque will be hung in the home to help create a scary atmosphere during the Halloween holiday.  

The applicable subheading for a Halloween Wooden Wall Plaque, item # A079FA02473, will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other."  The rate of duty will be Free.
