The tariff classification of a Porcelain Pumpkin Table Decoration from China.

Dear Mr. Crago:

In your letter dated August 20, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

You have submitted a photograph of merchandise identified as item number A076GA02302, Porcelain Pumpkin Table Decoration. The merchandise consists of an assortment of two decorative pumpkins made of 100% porcelain with a glazed finish. Style “A” consists of a pumpkin that measures approximately 8-3/8” in height and 7-5/8” in diameter and is decorated with the hand painted words, “Happy Thanksgiving.” Style “B” consists of a pumpkin that measures approximately 10-5/8” in height and 6-1/4” in diameter and is decorated with hand painted pilgrims dressed in traditional attire and sharing trays of food.

Both styles of the Porcelain Pumpkin Table Decoration are purely decorative and intended as table decorations to celebrate the Thanksgiving holiday.

The applicable subheading for item number item number A076GA02302,  Porcelain Pumpkin Table Decoration, will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other."  The rate of duty will be Free.
