In your letter dated August 27, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The Halloween Felt Banner is mostly comprised of polyester felt and measures approximately 28” in height.  The item is imported in three assorted styles, all with a hanging loop attached at the top.  One felt banner depicts a traditional green-faced witch wearing a witch hat, an orange bowtie, orange and black socks and the word “bewitched” spelled across her stomach.  One felt banner depicts a ghost with an orange bowtie and the words “fright night” spelled across his stomach.  One felt banner depicts a black cat with green ears, orange bowtie and the words “happy haunting” spelled across his stomach.  

The Halloween Felt Banner will be marketed and sold for the Halloween season.  The item will be hung in the home to help create a scary environment for the Halloween holiday.     

The applicable subheading for a Halloween Felt Banner, item # A079FA02558, will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other."  The rate of duty will be Free.
