Dear Ms. Krutak:

In your letter dated August 29, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  An ingredients breakdown and a sample were submitted with your request.  The sample was examined and disposed of.  Vitamin E Acetate Powder 50 % TAB (Tocopheryl Acetate) is an off-white colored powder said to consist of 50 percent DL-alpha-Tocopheryl Acetae, 47.7 percent gelatin, 2 percent silicon dioxide, 0.2 percent sodium benzoate, and 0.1 percent sorbic acid.  The powder will be imported in 25-kg drums and used in the manufacture of vitamins. 

The applicable subheading for Vitamin E Acetate Powder 50 % TAB  will be 2106.90.9998, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for food preparations not elsewhere specified or included…other…other…other…other.  The rate of duty will be 6.4 percent ad valorem.

Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
