All are produced in limited editions and have no functional use.  

The applicable subheading for sculptures by Lucie Rie will be 9703.00.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Original sculptures and statuary, in any material”.  The rate of duty will be free.
