Dear Ms. Floriano:

In your letter dated February 17, 2009, on behalf of Target Corporation, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

Style 9511003, Goddess is a flimsy textile costume set that consists of a gown, belt, unattached wrist cuffs, and a gold leaf tiara with the gown imparting the essential character.  The gown has a loose, visible overlock stitched neck and seams, a hook and loop tab closure and loose, visible overlock stitched and/or raw edges. 

Style 9517007, Love Bug is a flimsy textile costume set that consists of a dress, apron, wings, and a headpiece with the dress imparting the essential character.  Although the dress has well-made front ruffles, multiple paneled shoulders and a well-made waist, it has a loose, visible overlock stitched neck and seams, a hook and loop tab closure and loose, visible overlock stitched and/or raw edges. 

Style 9518003, Gothic Witch, is a flimsy textile costume set that consists of a dress, bolero vest, hat, and two leggings with the dress imparting the essential character.  Although the dress has well-made multiple panels, it has a loose, visible overlock stitched neck, waist and seams, a hook and loop tab closure and loose visible overlock stitched and/or raw edges. 

The applicable subheading for style #s 9511003, Goddess, 9517007, Love Bug, and style # 9518003, Gothic Witch, will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other."  The rate of duty will be Free.

Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
