Dear Ms. Ackerland-Bell:

In your letter dated June 15, 2009, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

You submitted a sample of the “Disney Princess Storybook Stamper Fun!” Item 502256, for our examination.  The activity book and stamp kit is designed from the “Disney” Princess theme.  The set consists of 1 activity book, 1 pencil with a heart shaped eraser, 3 stampers, and 1 ink pad. The items are packaged together in a see thru acrylic plastic case.  The activity book is a twenty page, spiral bound soft cover book that contains printed sheets of interactive princess stories for children age three and up.  There are three foam character stamps, Cinderella (blue), Snow White (yellow), and Belle (green) to create pictures of the Disney Princesses when used in conjunction with the ink pad and activity book in the set.  The kit will be classified as "goods put up in sets for retail sale" whose essential character is imparted by the activity book which serves as the focal point for the activity.

The applicable subheading for the children’s activity set will be 4903.00.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Children’s picture, drawing or coloring books.  The rate of duty will be Free.
