Dear Mr. LaJeunesse:

In your undated letter, received by this office on June 26, 2009, you requested a classification ruling.  The submitted samples will be returned. 

Style FB3PA626 is a boys lined and insulated mitten with an outer shell constructed of 100%  polyester woven fabric.  A coated fabric overlay reinforces the center of the palm extending to the palmside thumb. The backside of the mitten is made of a camouflage printed fabric.  The mitten also features an inner waterproof barrier, padded internal knuckle reinforcement, an elasticized wrist, a hemmed bottom, a "Thermosoft" trademark label stitched onto the side seam, and a hook and clasp.  Noting the features of the mitten, we agree that it shows a design for use in the sport of skiing.

Style UB3PA614 is a boys lined and insulated glove with an outer shell constructed of a 100% polyester woven fabric.  The backside of the glove is made of a skeletal design screen printed fabric.  The glove also features an inner waterproof barrier, padded internal knuckle reinforcement, an elasticized wrist, a coated fabric overlay at the center of the palm which extends to the palmside thumb, a hemmed bottom, a "Thermosoft" trademark label stitched onto the side seam, and a hook and clasp.  Noting the features of the glove, we agree that it shows a design for use in the sport of skiing.

Both styles are constructed of a woven fabric with no visible coating.  Therefore, your suggested classification as a coated fabric ski mitten or glove under 6216.00.0800 HTSUS is not applicable.

The applicable subheading for Styles FB3PA626 and UB3PA614 will be 6216.00.4600 HTSUS, which provides for Gloves, mittens, and mitts, knitted or crocheted: other: of synthetic fibers: other gloves, mittens and mitts, all the foregoing specially designed for use in sports, including ski and snowmobile gloves, mittens and mitts. The rate of duty will be 2.8 percent ad valorem.
