Dear Mr. Pantaleon:

In your letter dated August 5, 2009, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of your client Solarvit Naturals International Corp.  Samples of the products were submitted for review.

The Crystal Collagen Face Mask Kit and 24 Karat Gold Powder Face Mask Kit each consist of a face mask, neck mask, eyelid mask, and breast masks.  The masks, packaged in retail boxes, are individually packaged in foil packets.  The Crystal Collagen Face Mask Kit is composed of plant collagen, hyraluronic acid, rose essential oil, arbutin, mountain lily, hydrolyzed glycosaminoglycans, colloidal minerals, sodium pca, and purified water.  The 24 Karat Gold Powder Face Mask Kit contains the same ingredients as the Collagen Face Mask with the addition of 24 karat gold powder.  The masks, applied to clean skin, are used to rejuvenate and moisturize the skin.  A sample of the retail box was not submitted with your inquiry.

The applicable subheading for the Crystal Collagen Face Mask Kit and 24 Karat Gold Powder Face Mask Kit will be 3304.99.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Beauty or make-up preparations and preparations for the care of the skin (other than medicaments), including sunscreen or sun tan preparations; manicure or pedicure preparations: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be free.

Perfumery, cosmetic, and toiletry products are subject to the requirements of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act, which is administered by the U.S. Food and Drug Administration.
