The tariff classification of a decorative agglomerated stone article from China

Dear Mr. Crago-Edwards:

In your letter dated August 18, 2009, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  A representative sample was submitted and will be returned to you as requested.

The subject article, designated in your letter as “Flower Garden Solar Light” – item number A026OA03857, is a decorative, three-dimensional, solar-powered garden statue composed of agglomerated stone.  The article consists of blue and yellow flowers with green leaves wrapped around a tree trunk on a solar-powered rock base.   Five red flowers attached to different lengths of flexible green stems with led lights protrude from the back of the article.  The dimensions of the statue are 5.3” x 4.7” x 11.4”.   1 “AA” rechargeable battery is included as well as an on/off switch.  The solar power recharges the battery. 

You indicated in your letter that the item is composed of natural stone powder agglomerated with plastics resin.  

The applicable subheading for the decorative agglomerated stone garden statue (item number A026OA03857) will be 6810.99.0080, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for  articles of…artificial stone, whether or not reinforced: other articles: other.  The rate of duty will be free.
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
