The tariff classification of Freeman Sheet Wax modeling pastes from various countries.

Dear Mr. Inman:

In your letter dated September 23, 2009 you requested a tariff classification ruling. 

Freeman Sheet Wax consists of 12 x 24 inch rectangular sheets in uniform thicknesses of 0.20 to 8.00 millimeters. The sheets are formulated from a paraffin wax fume based mixture designed to provide durability, pliability and ease of application while being moisture resistant. The product will be imported in two formulations, with or without adhesive backing, under item number 165 Regular Sheet Wax (light yellow wax) and item nimber 266 Hi-Temp Thermo-Stable Sheet Wax (medium brown wax). The sheets are primarily used to simulate metal or part thickness when making metal forming dies or punches, resin transfer molds, or any two-part molds where a uniform thickness is desired. 

The applicable subheading for Freeman Sheet Wax will be 3407.00.2000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for modeling pastes. The rate of duty will be free.

This merchandise may be subject to the requirements of the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA), which are administered by the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency.
