The tariff classification of kelp-based dietary supplements (feed additives) for dogs and cats, from Canada.

Dear Mr. Grover:

In your letter dated October 6, 2009, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The goods in question are three dry dietary supplements formulated to be added to the regular food given to a pet dog or cat.  Each formula contains dried, powdered kelp consisting of a mixture of two different species of brown algae, plus one or more other ingredients.  The recommended dosage is one teaspoon of the supplement for a cat or dog weighing less than 20 lbs.  Each formula (see below for respective ingredients) will be imported in a retail-ready 8-oz plastic pouch.

“Pet Kelp—Joint and Bone Formula” contains Ascophyllum nodosum (alga), Laminaria digitata (alga), glucosamine sulphate, flaxseed, chondroitin sulphate.

“Pet Kelp—Skin & Coat Formula” contains Ascophyllum nodosum (alga), Laminaria digitata (alga), flaxseed.

“Pet Kelp—Antioxidant Formula” contains Ascophyllum nodosum (alga), Laminaria digitata (alga), flaxseed, dried blueberry powder. 

The applicable subheading for all of the above “Pet Kelp” formulas will be 2309.90.9500, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for other (non-enumerated) preparations of a kind used in animal feeding.  The general rate of duty will be 1.4%.
