The tariff classification of the Venue Hyperflex 12G special event projectors from China

Dear Ms. Dyer:

In your letter dated October 1, 2009, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  A sample of the projector was submitted with your letter and will be returned as requested.

The submitted image projector, model WT-SFT is identified as Venue’s Hyperflex 12G.  The WT-SFT can project up to 12 standard and seasonal gobo images such as, “Merry Christmas”, “Happy New Year” and “Congratulations”, which are permanently installed in the WT-SFT housing.  The word gobos means goes before the optics.  They are small metal or glass discs that are placed between the lamp and the optics of the projector.  The WT-SFT has a front curved projection lens that is used to project the images and it is incorporated in the WT-SFT housing.  The WT-SFT utilizes a 250 watt halogen light bulb and contains an AC 120-volt power supply.  It is used by professional disc jockeys and in small dance clubs.  Selection of the gobo image is accomplished by pressing the red gobo button on the back of the projector.  The projector is designed to be mounted on a ceiling or a wall and the required bracket and screws for mounting are included.      
The applicable subheading for the image projector, model WT-SFT will be 9008.30.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for image projectors, other than cinematographic:  other image projectors.  The rate of duty will be 4.6 percent ad valorem.
