In your letter you state that the AFR liquid will be imported in 55 gallon drums. Your literature states that the AFR liquid will be used as anti-fog for Oakley goggles. 

The applicable subheading for the AFR Liquid (Oakley Part Number 95-368) will be 3402.90.5050, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Organic surface-active agents (other than soap); surface-active preparations, washing preparation (including auxiliary washing preparations) and cleaning preparations, whether or not containing soap, other than those of heading 3401: Other: Other: Other: Other.. The rate of duty will be 3.7 percent ad valorem.
