In your letter dated November 18, 2009, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

JUVÉDERM® Ultra XC and JUVÉDERM® Ultra Plus XC, consist of cross-linked hyaluronic acid, and are formulated to a concentration of 24 mg/mL with 0.3% w/w lidocaine, a local anesthetic.  JUVÉDERM® Ultra XC and JUVÉDERM® Ultra Plus XC, supplied in individual treatment syringes with 30-G needles for single-patient use, are indicated for injection into the mid to deep dermis for correction of moderate to severe facial wrinkles and folds (such as nasolabial folds). JUVÉDERM™ Ultra XC and JUVÉDERM® Ultra Plus XC temporarily add volume to facial tissue and restore a smoother appearance to the face.

The applicable subheading for the JUVÉDERM® Ultra XC and JUVÉDERM® Ultra Plus XC will be 3304.99.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Beauty or make-up preparations and preparations for the care of the skin (other than medicaments), including sunscreen or sun tan preparations; manicure or pedicure preparations:  Other:  Other:  Other.  The rate of duty will be free.
