The tariff classification of MDV3100 (4-(3-(4-cyano-3-(trifluoromethyl)phenyl)-5,5-dimethyl-4-oxo-2-thioxoimidazolidin-1-yl)-2-fluoro-N-methylbenzamide) (CAS-915087-33-1), in bulk form, from Belgium

Dear Ms. Addabbo:

In your letter dated December 7, 2009, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The subject merchandise, MDV3100, is an experimental androgen receptor antagonist drug developed for the treatment of hormone-refractory prostate cancer. MDV3100 has completed enrollment in a Phase 1-2 study and is expected to enter Phase 3 development this year in metastatic castration-resistant prostate cancer (CRPC). Evidence has shown that MDV3100 potently blocks the androgen receptor with greater binding affinity than the current leading anti-androgen therapy, impairs nuclear translocation and blocks DNA binding of the androgen receptor, and induces castration-resistant prostate tumor cell death.  
The applicable subheading for the MDV3100 will be 2933.29.2000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Heterocyclic compounds with nitrogen hetero-atom(s) only: Compounds containing an unfused imidazole ring (whether or not hydrogenated) in the structure: Other: Aromatic or modified aromatic: Other: Drugs.” The rate of duty will be 6 percent ad valorem.
