The tariff classification of a Solar Ghost Lawn Stake from China.

Dear Ms. Aldinger:

In your letter dated February 12, 2010, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

You submitted a sample of a Solar Ghost Lawn Stake identified as item #9008442, which consists of a decorative ghost made of hard translucent plastic and a two-piece 13” stainless steel pole that has an LED bulb at its top and an arrowhead-shaped tip at its bottom for insertion into the ground. The ghost measures approximately 6” in height x 5” across its outstretched hands x 2-1/4” in thickness, and has an opening at its base that allows it to be twisted securely over the LED bulb on the top of the stainless steel pole. When the button on the steel pole is turned to the “on” position, the LED bulb illuminates the ghost. The article is powered by a battery that is housed inside a compartment attached to the steel pole, and is recharged by sunlight.

The Solar Ghost Lawn Stake is purely a decorative article used to help create a scary environment for the Halloween holiday and does not provide illumination to the surrounding area.

Your sample is being returned upon your request.

The applicable subheading for the Solar Ghost Lawn Stake identified as item #9008442 will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other." The rate of duty will be Free.
