The tariff classification of four decorative ribbons, from China. 

Dear Mr. Crago-Edwards:

In your letter dated March 30, 2010, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

You submitted four representative samples differing only in color (red, dark green, light green and brown.)  All four ribbons are identified with item number A072YA01870.    They are all of woven construction, have a fast edge.  You state they are composed of 100 percent polyester man-made fibers.  The ribbons are mounted on a cardboard card and measure 15 mm in width x 3-yards in length.  Your samples are being retained by this office. 


The applicable subheading for the ribbons will be 5806.32.1030, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for … other narrow woven fabrics, of man-made fibers, ribbons, …, of polyester, with woven selvedge.  The rate of duty will be 6 percent ad valorem.
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.

The merchandise in question may be subject to antidumping duties or countervailing duties.  Written decisions regarding the scope of AD/CVD orders are issued by the Import Administration in the Department of Commerce and are separate from tariff classification and origin rulings issued by Customs and Border Protection.
