Dear Mr. Cargo-Edwards:

In your letter dated June 23, 2010 you requested a tariff classification ruling on a solar charger for mobile phone, PDA, MP3, and handheld game console.  You also asked if this merchandise was subject to visa and quota requirements.  The solar charger for mobile phone, PDA, MP3, and handheld game console is not subject to visa or quota requirements.  As such, the balance of this letter will provide the classification of this merchandise.

The solar charger is imported with a USB charging cord and connector tips packaged together ready for retail sale.  Together they are used to recharge the battery of a mobile phone, PDA, MP3, or a handheld game consoles contains a lithium rechargeable battery.  A sample of this merchandise was furnished for classification purposes and is being returned as per your request.

The applicable subheading for the solar charger for mobile phone, PDA, MP3, and a handheld game console will be 8504.40.9580  , Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Electrical transformers, static converters (for example rectifiers) and inductors; parts thereof: Static converters: Other: Other.”  The rate of duty will be 1.5 percent ad valorem.

Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.

This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
