The tariff classification of a ceramic appetizer dish from China.

Dear Ms. Pendris:

In your letter dated November 6, 2010, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The submitted sample is identified as a Ceramic Appetizer Dish, Item #68990.  The item consists of a plate measuring approximately 7¾ inches in diameter that features 32 toothpick holes to hold bite-sized appetizers, and a cup for dips or for discarding toothpicks.  The plate has a recessed compartment in the center to hold the cup. The cup has a 1½ cup capacity.  Both items are white and made of ceramic.  

The sample is being returned as requested.  The plate, however, was received in a broken condition.

The applicable subheading for the Ceramic Appetizer Dish, Item #68990, will be 6912.00.4810, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Ceramic tableware, kitchenware, other household articles and toilet articles, other than of porcelain or china: Tableware and kitchenware: Other: Other: Other: Other, Suitable for food or drink contact.”  The rate of duty will be 9.8 percent ad valorem.
