In your eRuling request submitted August 15, 2011, on behalf of Eoncoats LLC, you requested a tariff classification ruling for five products.   
The first product is described as Tripotassium Phosphate (CAS # 7778-53-2), the second product is described as Monopotassium Phosphate (CAS# 7778-77-0), the third product is described as Magnesium Hydroxide (CAS# 1309-42-8), the fourth product is described as Xanthan Gum (X-Gum), and the fifth product is described as Fused Magnesium Oxide.

The applicable subheading for the Tripotassium Phosphate (CAS # 7778-53-2) will be 2835.39.1000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Phosphinates (hypophosphites), phosphonates (phosphites) and phosphates; polyphosphates, whether or not chemically defined: Polyphosphates: Other: Of potassium. The duty rate will be 3.1 percent ad valorem.
The applicable subheading for the Monopotassium Phosphate (CAS# 7778-77-0) will be 2835.24.0000, (HTSUS), which provides for Phosphinates (hypophosphites), phosphonates (phosphites) and phosphates; polyphosphates, whether or not chemically defined: Phosphates: Of potassium. The duty rate will be 3.1 percent ad valorem.
The applicable subheading for the Magnesium Hydroxide will be 2816.10.0000, (HTSUS), which provides for Hydroxide and peroxide of magnesium; oxides, hydroxides and peroxides of strontium or barium: Hydroxide and peroxide of magnesium. The duty rate will be 3.1 percent ad valorem.
The applicable subheading for the Xanthan Gum (X-Gum) will be 3913.90.2000, (HTSUS), which provides Polysaccharides and their derivatives. The rate of duty will be 5.8% ad valorem.
The applicable subheading for the Fused Magnesium Oxide will be 2519.90.1000, HTSUS, which provides for Natural magnesium carbonate (magnesite); fused magnesia; dead-burned (sintered) magnesia, whether or not containing small quantities of other oxides added before sintering; other magnesium oxide, whether or not pure: Other: Fused magnesia and dead-burned (sintered) magnesia. The rate of duty will be Free.
