The tariff classification of a bonded upholstery fabric consisting of a polyester/nylon woven face fabric of cut weft pile construction laminated to a polyester weft knit backing fabric from China
Dear Mr. Shah:
In your letter dated August 12, 2011, you requested a tariff classification ruling.
The submitted sample, identified as style Pippa T/K, is a woven pile fabric bonded to a knit backing fabric.  The two layers are bonded together by means of an adhesive which is not visible in cross section.  The face fabric is characterized by individual tufts of pile, in various colors, projecting from the woven base fabric and arranged so as to give the effect of diagonal lines.  CBP laboratory analysis indicates that the woven face fabric is of cut weft pile construction.  The face fabric consists of a 100% polyester base fabric and a polyester/nylon pile yarn.  The weft knit backing fabric is composed of 100% polyester.  The pile face fabric weighs 268.8 g/m2 and the knit backing fabric weighs 69.9 g/m2, with a combined weight of 338.7 g/m2.  Based on the value, weight and function of the fabrics that comprise this bonded fabric, it is the pile face fabric that imparts this product with its essential character.  Your correspondence indicates that this product will be imported in 56 inch widths and will be used for upholstery.
The applicable subheading for style Pippa T/K will be 5801.33.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for woven pile fabrics and chenille fabrics, other than fabrics of heading 5802 or 5806: of man-made fibers: other weft pile fabrics.  The rate of duty will be 9.8% ad valorem.

This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
