The applicable subheading for VM&P naphtha solvent (CAS-64742-49-0) will be 2710.11.2500, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for: Naphthas (except motor fuel or motor fuel blending stock).  The rate of duty will be 10.5 cents per barrel.
