The applicable subheading for Kuraray Poval PVA 105 polyvinyl alcohol (CAS-9002-89-5) will be 3905.30.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for:  Poly(vinyl alcohol), whether or not containing unhydrolyzed acetate groups, in primary forms. The rate of duty will be 3.2% ad valorem.
