The tariff classification of Tissue Freeze Spray from Japan
Dear Mr. Edwards:
In your letter dated April 25, 2012 you requested a tariff classification ruling.
The subject product is a tissue freeze spray containing Tetrafluoroethane, also known as 1,2,2,2-Tetrafluoroethane (HFC-134a).  Based on the chemical structure, Tetrafluoroethane, CAS No. 811-97-2, is a halogenated derivative of an acyclic hydrocarbon.  The product is indicated for use to flash freeze tissue specimens or to harden difficult-to-cut tissue during sectioning.  The item, imported in 11 ounce aerosol cans, has a trigger nozzle designed to control tissue freezing, thereby preventing over-cooling of the specimen.  You also indicate in your letter that the product does not contain ozone-depleting chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs).
The applicable subheading for 1,1,1,2-Tetrafluoroethane will be 2903.39.2020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Halogenated derivatives of hydrocarbons:  Fluorinated, brominated or iodinated derivatives of acyclic hydrocarbons:  Other:  Other:  Fluorinated hydrocarbons:  1,1,1,2-Tetrafluoroethane (HFC-134a).  The rate of duty will be 3.7 percent ad valorem.
