This product is in powder form, put up for retail sale in plastic bottles containing 100 grams.          
The applicable subheading for the Herbal Concentrate Tea Original sku#1195KS will be 1806.90.9090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Chocolate and other food preparations containing cocoa…Other…Other…Other.  The general rate of duty will be 6 percent ad valorem.
