RE:  The tariff classification of four women’s garments from China
Dear Mr. McCullough:

In your letter dated September 25, 2012, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of your client International Intimates Inc.

The submitted sample, style 24001, is a woman’s piece constructed cardigan that is constructed from 95% nylon and 5% spandex open work warp knitted lace-like fabric that has an inwrought design featuring a floral pattern. The garment features a full front opening with a zipper closure, long sleeves with self-fabric endings, a piece constructed hood trimmed with 100% polyester woven fabric, and two front patch pockets trimmed with 100% polyester woven fabric at the waist area.  The garment extends from the shoulders to below the waist.

The submitted sample, style 24002, is a women’s top constructed of 95% nylon and 5% spandex openwork knit fabric. The cropped top features a full front opening with a zipper closure, a hood trimmed with satin, long hemmed sleeves, and a hemmed bottom. 
The submitted sample, style 24003, is a pair of woman’s shorts constructed of 95% nylon and 5% spandex openwork knit fabric. The lace-like pull-on shorts feature a tube waistband with two metal grommets in front through which is threaded a functional fabric tie belt and hemmed leg openings.
The submitted sample, style 24004, is a pair of women’s pants constructed from 95% nylon and 5% spandex openwork knit fabric. The lace like pull-on pants feature a tube waistband segment with two metal grommets in front through which is threaded a functional fabric tie belt and hemmed leg openings.
We are returning your samples as requested.

The applicable subheading for style 24001 will be 6110.30.3059, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Sweaters, pullovers, sweatshirts, waistcoats (vests) and similar articles, knitted or crocheted (con.): Of man-made fibers: Other: Other: Other: Women’s or girls’: Other. The duty rate will be 32% ad valorem.

The applicable subheading for style 24002 will be 6114.30.1020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for other garments, knitted: of man made fibers: tops: women’s.  The duty rate will be 28.2% ad valorem.

The applicable subheading for style 24003 will be 6104.63.2030, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Women’s shorts, knitted or crocheted: Shorts: Of synthetic fibers: Other: Other: Shorts: Women’s. The duty rate will be 28.2% ad valorem.

The applicable subheading for style 24004 will be 6104.63.2006, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Trousers…knitted or crocheted: Trousers: Of synthetic fibers: Other: Other: Women’s: Containing 5 percent or more by weight of elastomeric yarn or rubber thread. The duty rate will be 28.2% ad valorem.
