Dear Ms. Moffatt:

In your ruling request dated April 19, 2013, on behalf of your client, Wenda America, Inc., you requested a tariff classification ruling on two products identified as “WendaNutri 300” and “WendaNutri 500.”  The submitted samples have been reviewed and will be returned.   

“WendaNutri 300” is described as a yellow powder substance that is comprised of 95% tricalcium phosphate (CAS no.7758-87-4) and 5% sunset yellow dye (CAS no. 2783-94-0).  This product is intended to be used by manufactures for dying powdered or liquid beverages for human consumption.     
“WendaNutri 500” is described as a light-purple powder substance that is comprised of 70% tricalcium phosphate (CAS no.7758-87-4) and 30% brilliant blue dye.  This product is intended to be used by manufactures for dying powdered or liquid beverages for human consumption.     

The applicable subheading for “WendaNutri 300” and “WendaNutri 500” will be 3206.49.6050, HTSUS, which provides for Other coloring matter; preparations as specified in note 3 to this chapter, other than those of 3203, 3204 or 3205; inorganic products of a kind used as luminophores, whether or not chemically defined: Other coloring matter and other preparations: Other: Other: Other.  The general rate of duty will be 3.1 percent ad valorem.
