The tariff classification of Propicon 3.6EC Fungicide from India
Dear Mr. Firkins:
In your letter dated June 11, 2013, you requested a tariff classification ruling.
The instant product is called Propicon 3.6EC. It is a formulated fungicide containing approximately 42 percent of the active ingredient, Propiconazole. It is an aromatic fungicide stated to be used for the broad spectrum control of plant, turf and ornamental diseases. You indicate that the finished “formulated” product is made in India, from Propiconazole Technical which is “manufactured in India and formulated in India”. 
The applicable subheading for the  Propicon 3.6EC Fungicide will be 3808.92.1500, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the Unites States (HTS), which provides for: "Insecticides, rodenticides, fungicides, herbicides, antisprouting products and plant-growth regulators, disinfectants and similar products, put up in forms or packings for retail sale or as preparations or articles (for example, sulfur-treated bands, wicks and candles, and flypapers): Fungicides: Containing any aromatic or modified aromatic fungicide: Other." The rate of duty will be 6.5 percent ad valorem.
