Dear Ms. Shafran:

In your letter dated November 5, 2013 you requested a tariff classification ruling.

A sample of the “Small Doll Princess Aria Playset,” product number BLP48, was received with your request.  The product consists of a 4” plastic poseable Princess Aria figure and two plastic doll stands included within a castle-themed vinyl case.  Behind the colorfully printed castle-shaped front with three see-through windows is a zipper which opens the item to reveal a castle play environment with separate compartments which serve as rooms.  The child can use the doll stands to position the Princess Aria doll in the various “rooms” of the castle, in order to play out the Princess Aria fantasy.  The playset is principally designed is principally designed for the amusement of children 3 years of age and older.   
The applicable subheading for the “Small Doll Princess Aria Playset” will be 9503.00.0073, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Tricycles, scooters, pedal cars and similar wheeled toys…dolls, other toys…puzzles of all kinds; parts and accessories thereof… ‘Children’s products’ as defined in 15 U.S.C. § 2052: Other: Labeled or determined by importer as intended for use by persons: 3 to 12 years of age.”  The rate of duty will be free.
