The tariff classification of a figure-shaped petroleum wax candle from China.
Dear Mr. Fleischer: 
In your letter dated November 21, 2013, on behalf of the D. L. & Company, you requested a tariff classification ruling. You provided a printout illustrating a candle for our review.  

The candle consists of a 3-dimensional figure-shaped petroleum wax candle molded in the shape of a woman’s head with snakes on her head. 
The applicable subheading for the 3-dimensional figure-shaped petroleum wax candle will be 3406.00.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for: Candles, tapers and the like.  The rate of duty will be Free.
Candles from China may be subject to antidumping duties under the Antidumping Duty Order on Petroleum Wax Candles from the People’s Republic of China.  The Order is administered by the U.S. Department of Commerce (DOC), Import Administration.  The DOC has determined that three types of candles would be excluded from the scope of the order: birthday candles, utility candles, and figurine candles.  The DOC has determined that birthday candles are typically small, thin, pillar-shaped candles that range from 2 inches to 3.5 inches in height, 0.18 inch to 0.25 inch in width, and packaged in quantities of 10 to 24; that birthday numerical candles are candles that are in the shape of numbers that typically range from 2 to 4 inches in height; that utility candles are typically white in color, 5 inches long, 0.75 inch in diameter, and packaged in quantities of two or more; and that a figurine candle is a candle that is in the shape of a human, animal, or deity.  You may contact the DOC for a scope ruling at 14th St. and Constitution Ave. NW, Washington, DC 20230, by phone (202) 482-3148 or website: www.enforcement.trade.gov/site-index (click on “Site Index..Import Administration Website” - scroll down to “Scope Information” - click on “How to request a Scope Ruling”.  (You may also click on “Petroleum Wax Candles” to view: Final scope Rulings on Petroleum Wax Candles and Sample Images, for example, the August 27, 2013 Scope Ruling finding that the four winged cherub candles in the inquiry are neither human nor deity.)

Your product may be subject to prohibition and recall under the laws and regulations administered by the CPSC. You are advised to contact the CPSC to determine if your merchandise complies with pertinent safety standards and regulations.
