In your letter dated January 20, 2014, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The subject merchandise is Dried Vinegar. According to your letter, the product is a dry, free flowing powder that is water soluble and can be directly added, injected, tumbled or sprayed on fresh meat.  It is used to protect against microbial spoilage and maintain the color of the meat product.
The applicable subheading for the Dried Vinegar will be 2209.00.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for vinegar and substitutes for vinegar obtained from acetic acid. The rate of duty will be 0.6 cents per proof liter.
