Dear Mr. Chikkere:
In your letter dated February 7, 2014, you requested a tariff classification.
Product descriptions and images were submitted with your letter.  Additional information was provided via an e-mail message dated February 26, 2014.  Ecoiria Coco Husk Chips (also called Coco Chips) are said to be produced from coconut shells.  The shells are soaked, washed with fresh water to make them pH neutral, and dried.  The dried shells are then sliced into pieces/chips of various sizes.  The small size ranges from ¼ - ½ inches.  The medium size ranges from ¾ - 1 inch.  The large size varies from 1 - 2 inches.  The chips are used to create a growth medium.  
The applicable subheading for the Coco Husk Chips in three sizes will be 1404.90.9090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for vegetable products not elsewhere specified or included ... other ... other ... other. The general rate of duty will be free.
