RE:  The tariff classification of no-stick cooking sprays from China
Dear Mr. Unsworth:
In your letter dated March 27, 2014, you requested a tariff classification on behalf of Rejoice International Corp., Los Angeles, CA.
Product labels were submitted with your letter.  Ingredients breakdowns were provided via an email transmission dated April 1, 2014.  Healthy Chef brand No-Stick Cooking Spray is said to be a cooking spray prepared in three different varieties – Butter Cooking Spray, Original Cooking Spray, and Canola Cooking Spray, packed for retail sale in spray cans holding 5 ounces (142 grams), net weight.  The products are intended to keep food from sticking to the surface while broiling, baking, sautéing, frying, or during other cooking preparations.  The ingredients common to all are approximately 59 percent water, 20 percent soybean oil or canola oil, 5 percent propane, 13 percent isobutane, 3 percent lecithin, and less than one percent each of sorbic acid, potassium sorbate, and beta-carotene.  The Butter Cooking Spray also contains trace amounts of butter flavor.
The applicable subheading for the no-stick cooking sprays will be 2106.90.9998, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States, HTSUS, which provides for food preparations not elsewhere specified or included . . . other . . . other . . . other.  The general rate of duty will be 6.4 percent ad valorem.
