The tariff classification of Andrographis Paniculata Extract, from China 

Dear Ms. Hong:

In your letter dated May 12, 2014 on behalf of your client, Mitsubishi International Food Ingredients Inc., you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The subject product, Andrographis Paniculata Extract, is a brown fine powder made from an annual herbaceous plant in the family Acanthaceae.  The raw plant material is cleaned, aired and comminuted. The powdered plant material is then subjected to an extraction process using ethanol and water.  The resulting concentrated liquid extract is then spray dried via a spray dryer and sifted. The finished powdered extract contains naturally occurring andrographolide (10-12%), flavonoids, phenols, ash, protein, amino acid, vitamin, and tannin.  It is used by traditional medicine practitioners to treat upper respiratory tract infection, inflammation, diarrhea, etc. The product will be imported in bulk quantity.

The applicable subheading for the Andrographis Paniculata Extract will be 1302.19.4040, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for Vegetable saps and extracts: Other: Ginseng; substances having anesthetic, prophylactic or therapeutic properties: Other: Other." The rate of duty will be 1% ad valorem.
