A sample and product information accompanied your letter.  Proposed American packaging artwork and additional information were submitted via email transmissions, dated June 25 and June 26, 2014.  The sample was examined and disposed of.  VITAM® Curry-Pineapple Vegan Spread & Dip is a yellow tan paste of spreadable consistency, packed for retail sale in sealed glass jars holding 100 grams.  It consists of approximately 43 percent pineapples, 24 percent yogurt, 10 percent sunflower oil, 7 percent carrots, 7 percent onions, 3 percent corn starch, 1 percent each bell peppers, sea salt, sugar, and guar gum, and less than one percent curry powder and chili.
The applicable subheading for the product will be 2103.90.9091, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for sauces and preparations therefor … other … other … other … other.  The rate of duty will be 6.4 percent ad valorem.
