In your letter dated June 20, 2014, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

Cefotaxime for Injection, imported in 1 gram vials, is a medicinal preparation containing Cefotaxime Sodium, a third generation cephalosporin antibiotic, as the active ingredient.  It is indicated for the treatment of various bacterial infections.

Cefixime, imported in 400 mg film coated tablets, is a medicinal preparation containing Cefixime, a third generation cephalosporin antibiotic, as the active ingredient.  It is indicated for the treatment of various bacterial infections.

Ceftriaxone for Injection, imported in 1gram vials, is a medicinal preparation containing Ceftriaxone Sodium, a third generation cephalosporin antibiotic, as the active ingredient.  It is indicated for the treatment of various bacterial infections.

The applicable subheading for the Cefotaxime for Injection, Cefixime Tablets and Ceftriaxone for Injection will be 3004.20.0060, HTSUS, which provides for “Medicaments (…) consisting of mixed or unmixed products for therapeutic or prophylactic uses, put up in measured doses… or in forms or packings for retail sale: Containing other antibiotics: Other: Other.”  The rate of duty will be free.
