In your letter dated July 23, 2014, you requested a tariff classification ruling. The documentation you provided with your request was sent to our laboratory for review. That review is now complete. 
The subject product is called SIRT5. It is one of three human mitochondrial sirtuins (homologs of yeast). SIRT5, which is “localized to both the mitochondrial matrix and the inter-membrane space, is an NAD+-dependent lysine de-acetylase. SIRT5 has also been shown to de-acetylate and thereby “up-regulate the matrix urea cycle enzyme carbamoyl phosphate synthetase.”
The applicable subheading for the Millipore Update Brand CAT # 03-230: SIRT5 (His-tag) human recombinant-HDAC protein, if imported into the United States, will be 3507.90.7000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for: Enzymes; prepared enzymes not elsewhere specified or included: Other.
