Satin Smooth Res-Q Topical Analgesic Soothing Gel, is a water based gel containing the active ingredient, lidocaine hydrochloride 4%.  Imported in 3 ounce tubes and packaged for retail sale, this medicinal preparation is indicated for the temporary relief of pain and/or itching associated with minor burns, sunburn, minor cuts, scrapes, insect bites or minor skin irritations.
Satin Smooth Res-Q Analgesic Topical Pain Relief Spray, is a water based spray containing the active ingredient, lidocaine hydrochloride 4%.  Imported in 2 ounce bottles and packaged for retail sale, this medicinal preparation is indicated for the temporary relief of pain and/or itching associated with minor burns, sunburn, minor cuts, scrapes, insect bites or minor skin irritations.
The applicable subheading for the Satin Smooth Res-Q Topical Analgesic Soothing Gel and the Satin Smooth Res-Q Analgesic Topical Pain Relief Spray will be 3004.90.9145, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Medicaments (excluding goods of heading 3002, 3005 or 3006) consisting of mixed or unmixed products for therapeutic or prophylactic uses, put up in measured doses (including those in the form of transdermal administration systems) or in forms or packings for retail sale: Other: Other: Other: Dermatological agents and local anesthetics."  The rate of duty will be free.
