In your letter dated September 12, 2014, you requested a tariff classification ruling. The sample will be returned to your office as requested.
A sample of the “ParaPop Bracelets Kit,” item number 983267, was submitted with your inquiry. The item consists of two lengths of nylon cord, each measuring nine feet, two plastic buckles and an easy-to-follow illustrated instruction sheet.  Each length of cord is wound around a cardboard cutout with a paper stick to resemble a lollipop.  Children, ages 13 and older, will derive amusement by following the directions in order to create their own “parapop” bracelets.  
The applicable subheading for the “ParaPop Bracelets Kit”  will be 9503.00.0090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Tricycles, scooters, pedal cars and similar wheeled toys…dolls, other toys…puzzles of all kinds; parts and accessories thereof…Other.”  The rate of duty will be Free.
