The tariff classification of baseball and softball pants from China

Dear Mr. Keller:

In your letter dated September 25, 2014, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of your client, Alleson of Rochester, Inc. Your samples will be returned as requested.

Style 605PY is a pair of boys’ baseball pants constructed from 100% polyester knit fabric. The ankle-length pants feature an elasticized waistband with five oversized belt loops, a front metal zipper with two snap closures at the waist, two rear pockets, a reinforced knee area, and elasticized leg openings.  The pants are specifically designed for baseball; the reinforced areas give additional abrasion protection to a ball player when sliding into base.  You state that identical garments will be imported in boys’ sizes as 605PKNY (knicker length) and in men’s sizes as styles 605P, 605WLB (with a decorative braid down the sides of the pants), and 605PKN (knicker length).

Style 605PBW is a pair of women’s softball pants constructed from 100% polyester knit fabric. The mid-calf length pants feature an elasticized waistband with seven oversized belt loops, a front metal zipper with two snap closures at the waist, two rear pockets, a reinforced knee area, and elasticized leg openings.  The pants are specifically designed for softball; the reinforced areas give additional abrasion protection to a ball player when sliding into base.   

Style 605PLW is a pair of women’s softball pants constructed from 100% polyester knit fabric. The mid-calf length pants feature an elasticized waistband with an inside drawstring, a front metal zipper with two snap closures at the waist, two rear pockets, a reinforced knee area, and elasticized leg openings. The pants are specifically designed for softball; the reinforced areas give additional abrasion protection to a ball player when sliding into base.   

Style 625PLW is a pair of women’s softball pants constructed from 100% polyester knit fabric. The mid-calf length pants feature an elasticized waistband with an inside drawstring, a front metal zipper with two snap closures at the waist, two rear pockets, a reinforced knee area, piping down the sides of the legs, and elasticized leg openings. The pants are specifically designed for softball; the reinforced areas give additional abrasion protection to a ball player when sliding into base.   

Style PWRPPW is a pair of women’s softball pants constructed from 100% polyester knit fabric. The mid-calf length pants feature an elasticized waistband, seven oversized belt loops, a front metal zipper with two snap closures at the waist, two rear pockets, a reinforced knee area, and elasticized leg openings.  The pants are specifically designed for softball; the reinforced areas give additional abrasion protection to a ball player when sliding into base.   

The applicable subheading for styles 605PY, 605PKNY, 605P, 605WLB, and 605PKN will be 6114.30.3060, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for other garments, knitted or crocheted: of man-made fibers: other, other: men’s or boys’. The rate of duty will be 14.9 percent ad valorem.

The applicable subheading for styles 605PBW, 605PLW, 625PLW, and PWRPPW will be 6114.30.3070, HTSUS, which provides for other garments, knitted or crocheted: of man-made fibers: other, other: women’s or girls’. The rate of duty will be 14.9 percent ad valorem.
