In your letter dated October 8, 2014 you requested a tariff classification ruling.
The Katavi eye cream is marketed under the name Tiisa.  The cream is described as a firming cream that visibly tightens and reduces the appearance of dark circles, puffiness, wrinkles and crow’s feet.  It contains baobab oil, marula oil, mongongo oil, moringa oil and other ingredients and is packaged in 0.5 fluid ounce (15 ml) bottles.  Directions for use state to pat a small amount gently around the eyes.  The cream is manufactured in South Africa.  
The applicable subheading for the Katavi Eye Cream will be 3304.99.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Beauty or make-up preparations and preparations for the care of the skin (other than medicaments), including sunscreen or sun tan preparations; manicure or pedicure preparations: Other: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be free.
