RE:  The tariff classification of socks from China.
Dear Ms. Rowe:

In your letter dated October 20, 2014, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

Styles SW442 and SW443 are woman’s knit crew socks constructed of 50% nylon, 48% cotton, and 2% spandex.
Styles SW444, SW445, SW446 are woman’s knit crew socks constructed of 52% nylon, 46% cotton, and 2% spandex.

For the purposes of this ruling, we will assume these measurements to be correct. However, the accuracy of these component weight breakdown figures will be subject to verification at the time of actual importation by Customs and Border Protection at the ports of entry.
The applicable subheading for all styles will be 6115.96.9020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for  panty hose, tights, stockings, socks and other hosiery, including stockings for varicose veins, and footwear without applied soles, knitted or crocheted: Other: Of synthetic fibers: Other: Other…Other. The duty rate will be 14.6% ad valorem.
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.

Please note that separate Federal Trade Commission marking requirements exist regarding fiber content, and other information that must appear on many textile items.
