In your ruling request received October 29, 2014, you requested a tariff classification ruling on copper iodine (CAS # 7681-65-4).       
Your submission identifies the product at issue as copper iodine (CAS # 7681-65-4).  You state that this chemical compound is at least 99% pure.  The provided Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) indicates that the copper iodine is in powder form, buff in color, has a slight odor and is practically insoluble in water.  
The applicable subheading for copper iodine (CAS # 7681-65-4) will be 2827.60.1000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Chlorides, chloride oxides and chloride hydroxides; bromides and bromide oxides; iodides and iodide oxides: Iodides and iodide oxides: Of calcium or of copper.  The general rate of duty will be free.
This merchandise may be subject to the requirements of the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA), which are administered by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.
