Dear Ms. Ho:

In your letter dated November 18, 2014, on behalf of Billion Venture International, CA, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

Detailed information of ingredients, and a product label accompanied your inquiry.  Ino White Jelly is said to be a chewable jelly stick packed in a pouch containing  approximately 81 percent water, 13 percent fish collagen, 2 percent concentrated litchi juice, 1 percent each citric acid, seaweed extract, glutathione, and vitamin C, and less than one percent each sodium citrate, protein, grape skin extract, hyaluronic acid, sucralose, and litchi flavor.  Each stick contains 15 grams, net weight, and is packaged for retail sale 15 sticks to a container.  The recommended dosage is one stick daily before a meal.
The applicable subheading for the Ino White jelly stick will be 2106.90.9998, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for food preparations not elsewhere specified or included…other…other…other…other.  The general rate of duty will be 6.4 percent ad valorem.

Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on the World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
