Dear Ms. Ho:

In your letter dated November 18, 2014, on behalf of Billion Venture International, CA, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

Detailed information of ingredients, and a product label accompanied your inquiry.  Additional information was provided via eMail on November 25th.  The product is an Inovital brand Probiotic powder in a sachet said to contain approximately 37 percent soluble fiber (inulin), 29 percent concentrated strawberry juice, 17 percent mannitol, 14 percent glucose, 3 percent perilla seed extract, 1 percent β-glucan, and trace amounts of YJK-13 (L. plantarum), zinc gluconate, vitamin C, apple extract, elderberry extract, vitamin E, onion skinning extract (quercetin), L. acidophilus, B. longum, L. casei, L. salvaius, L. rhamnosus, germinated brown rice, and vitamin B12.  Each sachet contains 3 grams, net weight, and is packaged for retail sale 30 sachets per container.
The applicable subheading for the Inovital Probiotic powder pack will be 2106.90.9998, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for food preparations not elsewhere specified or included…other…other…other…other.  The general rate of duty will be 6.4 percent ad valorem.
