The tariff classification of a woven staple polyester upholstery fabric from China
Dear Ms. Miller: 
In your letter dated March 16, 2015, on behalf of Flexsteel Industries Inc., you requested a tariff classification ruling.  One sample was submitted with your request.  
Style 974 Camden is a woven fabric characterized by a muted pattern of stripes in varying widths.  According to the information provided and visual examination, this fabric is composed wholly of staple polyester yarns of different colors, and weighs 380 g/m2.  Your correspondence indicates that the fabric will be imported in widths of 56 inches and will be used for upholstery. 
The applicable subheading for Style 974 Camden will be 5512.19.0005, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for woven fabrics of synthetic staple fibers, containing 85 percent or more by weight of synthetic staple fibers: containing 85 percent or more by weight of polyester staple fibers: other, of yarns of different colors, except blue denim or jacquard weave.  The rate of duty will be 13.6% ad valorem.     
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/. 
This ruling is being issued under the assumption that the subject goods, in their condition as imported into the United States, conform to the facts and the description as set forth both in the ruling request and in this ruling.
