In your letter dated March 23, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  As requested, the sample submitted will be returned to you.
Item number 217583 is described as a “Neon Mini Book”.  The item is a lime colored spiral bound notebook containing plastic front and back covers and 150 college-ruled sheets.  The sheets are easy to detach and are used for writing.  The notebook measures approximately 4 inches by 5 ½ inches.  

The applicable subheading for the notebook will be 4820.10.2060, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Registers, account books, notebooks, order books, receipt books, letter pads, memorandum pads, diaries and similar articles, exercise books, blotting pads, binders (looseleaf or other), folders, file covers, manifold business forms, interleaved carbon set: Registers, account books, notebooks, order books, receipt books, letter pads, memorandum pads, diaries and similar articles: Diaries, notebooks and address books, bound; memorandum pads, letter pads and similar articles: Other. The rate of duty will be Free.
