The tariff classification of women’s sleepwear from India
Dear Ms. Family:

This ruling is being issued to correct Customs Ruling Number N264144, dated May 22, 2015.  The purpose of this replacement letter is to correct a clerical error.  In N264144, the appropriate Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) classification was not provided for Style 0020304.   A complete corrected ruling follows.
In your letter, dated April 15, 2015, on behalf of your client, Primark US Corp, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  The samples are being returned to you, as requested.

Style 0133876 is a women’s pajama top constructed from 65% polyester 35% cotton knit fabric.  The top features long sleeves, a scoop neckline and a hemmed bottom.  

Style 0020304 is a pair of women’s sleep pants constructed from 100% cotton knit fabric.  The loose fitting pull on pants feature a 1 ½ inch wide waistband through which an inner drawstring is threaded and rib knit cuffs at the ankles.   

Style 0444927 is a women’s pajama set.  The pajama set consists of a camisole-style top constructed from 95% cotton 5 % elastane knit fabric and shorts constructed from 84% cotton 11% polyester and 5% elastane knit fabric.  The sleeveless garment features a scoop neckline in the front and is cut straight across the back from side seam to side seam and adjustable ¼ inch wide shoulder straps.  The shorts feature an elasticized waist and hemmed leg openings.
Style 0450353 is a women’s pajama set.  The pajama set consists of a racer back tank top constructed from 100% cotton knit fabric and shorts constructed from 100% cotton woven fabric. The sleeveless garment features a scoop neckline and a hemmed bottom.  The shorts feature an elasticized waist through which an inner drawstring is threaded and hemmed leg openings.

Based on their appearance and the accompanying merchandising information, the garments are considered sleepwear of heading 6108/6208, respectively.

The applicable subheading for Styles 0133876 will be 6108.92.0030, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Women’s or girls’ slips, petticoats, briefs, panties, nightdresses, pajamas, negligees, bathrobes, dressing gowns and similar articles, knitted or crocheted: Other: Of man-made fibers: Other: Women’s. The duty rate will be 16% ad valorem.

The applicable subheading for Style 0020304 will be 6108.91.0030, HTSUS, which provides for Women’s or girls’ slips, petticoats, briefs, panties, nightdresses, pajamas, negligees, bathrobes, dressing gowns and similar articles, knitted or crocheted: Other: Of cotton: Other: Women’s. The duty rate will be 8.5 percent ad valorem.

The applicable subheading for Style 0444927 will be 6108.31.0010, HTSUS, which provides for women's knit ...nightdresses of cotton. The rate of duty will be 8.5 percent ad valorem.
The applicable subheading for Style 0450353 will be 6208.21.0010, HTSUS, which provides for women's or girls' singlets and other undershirts, slips, petticoats, briefs, panties, nightdresses, pajamas, negligees, bathrobes, dressing gowns and similar articles: nightdresses and pajamas: of cotton: with two or more colors in the warp and/or the filling.  The duty rate will be 8.9 percent ad valorem.
